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FLU CLINIC OFFERED BY VILAS COUNTY HEALTH DEPARTMENT 
AT NORTH LAKELAND ELEMENTARY SCHOOL
Beginning November 19th, the targeted sub-population of individuals to initially receive the H1N1 Influenza vaccination will be expanded by the Wisconsin Department of Health Services to include all persons aged 19-64 who have underlying medical conditions that put them at higher risk for influenza-related complications. 
Vilas County Health Department will be holding a clinic from 3:00 p.m. until 7:00 p.m. on Thursday, November 19th at North Lakeland Elementary School in Manitowish Waters to include this expanded group as well as the following previously targeted groups:
· Pregnant women
· Children ages 6 months through 4 years
· Household members of children under 6 months
· Day care providers who care for children under 6 months
· Health care workers with direct patient contact
· Persons aged 5 through 18 years who have health conditions that put them at higher risk of medical complications from flu.
Only members of these target groups will be vaccinated at this clinic due to a temporary shortage in the H1N1 vaccine. “We appreciate everyone’s cooperation in observing these target groups at this time,” said Gina Egan, Vilas County Health Officer.

“While vaccine supplies are limited, it is critical that we deliver it to those at highest risk of disease and serious complications,” explained Egan. “Eventually we hope to have adequate supply for the general public.”  
The Vilas County Health Department strongly encourages people in the target groups to be vaccinated.  “Getting vaccinated for H1N1 Influenza will help protect you and those around you,” said Egan.
