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VACCINATION CLINICS IN FULL SWING IN VILAS COUNTY
 “The Vilas County Health Department strongly encourages H1N1 vaccination,” said Gina Egan Health Officer.  “This virus has caused deaths in children and healthy adults so it can be very serious.”   While H1N1 illness levels appear to have decreased somewhat, it is still widespread throughout Wisconsin.  Nationally, in the most recent week reported (Nov. 15-21), there were 27 more pediatric deaths due to H1N1 in the United States.

Although H1N1 influenza disease levels appear to be at or just past the highest peak in Wisconsin, they are still very high and activity is expected to continue throughout the season.   

Many people believe that if they were ill this fall, they must have had H1N1. However, they may well have had another illness. The symptoms of influenza are similar to those caused by many other viruses. Most people who had flu-like illness cannot be completely sure that they had H1N1 flu unless the illness was laboratory tested and confirmed as H1N1.  It is not harmful to receive the vaccine if you had the disease, so vaccination is still recommended.   

In addition, H1N1 illness levels are expected to stay high in Wisconsin for a number of months and a third wave of illness is quite possible.  Vaccination remains important for preventing this disease.

H1N1 Status in Wisconsin

Wisconsin has seen a modest decrease in H1N1 flu activity across the state, but flu activity is still much higher than normal for this time of year.   The H1N1 virus is not going away.  In other states that had a peak in disease much earlier than Wisconsin, there continues to be very high levels of disease.  So far in Wisconsin, there have been 41 deaths and 937 hospitalizations due to H1N1.
