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NORTHLAND PINES COMMUNITY 
GARDEN TO BREAK GROUND
A community garden is in the beginning stages in the Eagle River area. The garden, which will be located on the Northland Pines School property, behind the Phoenix Center, will be breaking ground on Saturday, October 30, 2010. The idea for the garden sprang out of a partnership which included the Vilas County Public Health Department, University of Wisconsin Extension, Seed to Seed Edible Garden Project, and the Master Gardeners of Vilas County. Once the mission was determined, it was decided to invite Northland Pines School District to the table. The Northland Pines School Board approved the project at a meeting on August 23rd and an agreement has been signed to move ahead with the project. 

The mission of the garden is “To provide educational opportunities to the Northland Pines School District students and surrounding community in sustainable organic gardening which will promote holistic health and support local needs.”

The first step to any successful garden is to properly prepare the site. That is what will be done on October 30th between 10:00 am and 3:00 pm. Volunteers willing to do some heavy work and bring their own tools (i.e. shovels, rakes, wheelbarrows, gloves, and boots) are invited to join the group. The goal on that day will be to spread the compost, leaves, corrugated boxes and manure over the site so that the soil will be ready in the spring. The workers will be rewarded with a delicious homemade lunch.
