
□ Room rates posted in cabin
□ Vilas County Public Health Permit posted in cabin

□ Emergency listings posted in cabin (phone   numbers, etc.)

□ Guest registration – kept with dates, names and contact info.

□ Well water tests done annually for bacteria and recommended once a year for nitrates. Most provide proof of testing if not done by Vilas County
□ Kitchen and bathroom cabinets-


■No contact paper.

■ Cabinet edges in good condition, easy to clean thoroughly, (no rough edges or crevices). If not, recommend sanding and painting.
□ Dishes / Utensils

■Wash, Rinse, Sanitize (in bleach) before each new occupancy.


■No chips or cracks

□ Refrigerator and other appliances clean

□ Heating – gas space heater

■ Vent to the outside and a constant source of fresh air (minimum of 10 sq in and at least 1 sq in for each 1000 BTU (listed on unit) per hour of rated heating capacity)

□Bathrooms need fresh air source.  Either working vent or window that opens.

□ Toilets need anti-siphoning ballcoks

□Smoke detectors

■ Operational, one on each level; one in each sleeping room.

■Test before each occupancy, recommend keeping a log of checks.
□ Carbon Monoxide detectors

■Must have one within 15 feet of any fuel burning appliance.
□ Fire extinguishers
■ At least within 75 feet of each rental room, recommend that they are hung for ease of access and each to notice.

■Multipurpose type (ABC). Charged in the green
■Tested once a year, with record on or near each unit.

□ Bed linens – in good condition

■Each bed with a mattress pad and 12-inch sheet foldback over blanket.

■All comforters must be machine washable. Storage for soiled linens kept separate from other laundry.

□ Screens on doors and windows in good condition

□ Waste disposal – Covered receptacles, recycling. No odors, insects.

□ Wellheads

■12-inch above ground with screen intact

■Dry ground (no flooding)

■Easily accessible (no long grass, debris kept clear)

□ Septic


■No mushy ground – no direct drainage


■Holding tanks covered, chained and locked

□ Hot water heater – pressure relief valve with pipe to 6 in. or less from floor.

Problems with well  - contact DNR

Problems with septic – contact Vilas County Zoning
